	Conditions of return

Please note the seriousness involved in adopting a pet.  We do not encourage people to try out animals and see if it works.  There has to be a commitment to take on a pet unconditionally, unless serious reasons of incompatibility arise.

Major reasons are not:

Pet not showing affection, Hiding away, antisocial behaviour, Meowing, Minor health issue, stress related aggression, scratching a sofa, jumping on a table, playing or making noise during the night, not using the litter box properly, hyperactivity.

Under no circumstances will an adoption fee be reimbursed, unless major illness or circumstance.

If major causes prevent the animal from remaining in the home, we will take the animal back and look for another home for them.
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
