Fostering – Rules & Regulations





We require that the cats in foster homes be kept indoors at all times.





All other pets in the household should be up to date on vaccinations.





Fosters should wear collars with ID tags in case they escape from the home. We will provide you with one upon request.





We may drop by periodically to monitor an animal’s status.





Cat food & Litter may be supplied by Casca if requested.





It is very important that our foster cats be made available to be visited so that they have every opportunity to be adopted. Fosters must ensure they will try their best to be available to have the pets visited, provided sufficient notice is given.





All medication that a foster cat requires will be supplied by Casca.





Should a cat need to be seen by a vet, it will be Casca’s responsibility to take the animal to the vet.





It is important that any change in a cat’s health be reported immediately.





Casca volunteers will be available to you if you need assistance or advice.





All adoptions will be made with Casca members present.  No adoptions can be made unless we are present.  All visits with prospective adopters will be coordinated and planned by Casca members along with you.





We reserve the right to remove an animal from a Foster Home.





All cats in foster care remain the property of Casca.





All cats will be seen by a vet, and will be vaccinated prior to being placed in a foster home.
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
